Access Statement for Trinity Hall - Besthorpe
 
Introduction
Trinity Hall is a community space created by joining Holy Trinity Church and the Village Hall of Besthorpe.   It provides a community space for up to 180 people and can be used as one large space or two smaller, independent spaces.   Trinity Hall has both wi-fi and a hearing loop.

 

Location
Besthorpe is located on the A1133 road which runs between Newark and Gainsborough.  The centre of Newark is approximately 8 miles from Besthorpe and Gainsborough is approximately 17 miles away.

Trinity Hall is located on Low Road in the centre of Besthorpe village.

 

Car Parking Facilities
There is a main public car park just a short walk from Trinity Hall on Church Lane.   Disabled parking for 3 cars is available in front of the Village Hall 
Public Transport

There is a daytime bus service between Newark and Saxilby with bus stops on the main road in Besthorpe.   

There is a railway station in the village of Collingham approximately 2 miles away.  Trains

to and from Lincoln and Nottingham via Newark Castle station stop here.

A regular train service between London Kings Cross and Edinburgh is available from Newark Northgate station.

Taxis are available in the centre of Newark, from Newark bus station and both of the train stations in Newark.

Main Entrance
The main entrance to Trinity Hall is via the Village Hall and provides an accessible via a ramped entrance to both the Village Hall and the Church. 

 

General accessibility

Trinity Hall has recently been refurbished and all parts of the building are accessible.   Access to the Church is via a ramp.

 

Toilets

The toilets for both buildings are off the main entrance corridor.  There is an accessible toilet.
